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BACKGROUND 
The Office of Public Works in conjunction with Cork County Council and Fermoy Town Council 
have investigated the flooding problems in Fermoy and have devised a Flood Relief Scheme 
for the town which has been subjected to full public consultation. The first phase of  the overall 
Scheme consists of work on the northern side of the town.

The Scheme, when completed, will provide protection against a 1 in 100 year flood event.

The scheme includes for the construction of both temporary and permanent demountable 
walls as well as an earthen embankment on the north bank of the Blackwater River. The 
scheme also includes for the construction of storm drains and pumping stations which will 
prevent or substantially reduce the periodic localised flooding of lands and property in the 
area.
When completed the Fermoy Flood Relief Scheme will have a significant positive impact on 
the town through reducing or eliminating the following difficult problems which are caused by 
flooding:flooding:
� Economic damage to residential and commercial properties vulnerable to flooding.
� Stress and anxiety experienced by residents and property owners as a result of the threat 
from future flooding events.
� Economic loss to traders in vulnerable properties during flooding.
� Social disruption to the local community.
� Disruption and delay to traffic in the town.

ENVIRONMENT – A full Environment Impact Study was undertaken in respect of the Fermoy 
North Relief Scheme. The Scheme will minimise the impact on the environment.

Construction Phase

The construction phase begins in September 2009 and will be completed in May 2010 and will 
include the following works:

� Erection of timber hoarding on Rathealy Rd.

� Construction of earthen embankments east and west of Fermoy Bridge.

� Construction of reinforced concrete retaining walls.

� Construction of demountable walls at Fermoy Bridge, Thomas St and Rathealy Rd Search & 
Rescue Club.

� Utility service diversions at Fermoy Bridge,

� Installation of new stormwater drainage on Rathealy Rd, Thomas St, Frances St and on the 
main R639 from the Mallow road intersection to Fermoy Bridge.

� Construction of 2No pumping stations at Rathealy Rd and the West Embankment.

� All of the works will be carried out under approved traffic management plans which can be 
viewed at the Town Council Offices.
